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The teams arrived in Sydney, Australia ready to race they Outlaws Down Under III at Parramatta City Raceway.  The weather cooperated and allowed all three nights to be held as scheduled.  In Night 1, Brian timed in 28th quick out of 74 cars participating.  Brain spun early in his heat race and was forced to the back.  Brian finished 6th forcing him to run the B-Main.  In the B-Main, Brian's car was fast.  He started 8th racing forward to 2nd place, giving him a start in the A-Main event.  Brian started 23rd and finished in 19th place.  During the feature event, Brian experienced a tire going down, preventing him from moving forward.

Night 2 brought a dry slick track.  The P&P #28 timed in 9th quick.  Brian finished 9th in his heat race and 11th in the B-Main.  During both the heat race and B-Main, Brian was experimenting with different race set-ups to see how the car handled.  The car did not respond in either race.

Night 3 would bring exciting racing for all fans listening or watching the event.  The starting line-up was based on points.  Based on the results of the first two nights, Brian stood in 20th place.  Brian finished his heat race in 3rd place and would start the feature in the 19th position.  With 27 cars starting the feature, they were strung out around the track.  Brian was eventually lapped by Schatz when a caution came out with about 9 laps to go.  Brian's racecar was fast!  Pitman and others couldn't pass the #28 as Brian followed Schatz around the track to the finish.  Brian was scored with finishing 18th, one lap down.

The team is headed to Tauranga, New Zealand for three nights of racing and a little fun and relaxation mixed in.  The teams will be able to do some sightseeing before returning to the United States.
