A two day event was planned, but was shortened to a one day race.  Due to the extremely wet weather, the track conditions were not the best.  The track was very wet and heavy on Friday night and by feature time, the cushion was only half way up the track.  Many drivers had trouble with tires exploding due to the abrasive surface.  By Saturday, with cold, damp conditions, the second night of racing action was cancelled.
On Friday night, 31 cars came for the opening night at Eldora Speedway.  The Arnold Transportation, Travel Centers of America, Hank’s Performance, Jake’s Carts, Henry-Griffitts #28 was 14th quick in qualifying.  Brian finished 7th in the second heat race, but only 6 would qualify out of each heat.
