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	One hundred and ten teams converged on Knoxville, Iowa for the 48th Super Clean Knoxville Nationals.  The Travel Centers of America, Hank’s Performance, Jake’s Carts, Tear Off Apparel #28 chose Wednesday for their qualifying night.  Brian was 21st fastest of the 54 cars that raced on Wednesday.  He finished 5th in one of 5 heat races, one position short of qualifying for the A feature.  Brian finished 11th in the B main.  Points are awarded for time trials, heats and mains, so the #28 was 28th in points at the end of Wednesday’s racing program.  Fifty six cars would qualify on Thursday evening and after points were tallied, the #28 was 51st of the 110 cars.
On Friday evening, the P and P entry had to run the non-qualifiers race since only 50 cars are locked in for the Nationals.  Brian finished 2nd in one of 5 heat races and ran fifth in the 20 lap feature event.

On Saturday night, the Knoxville Nationals consisted of 5 main events.  The #28 started 15th in the C main, where only 2 cars would transfer to the B main.  Brian got a good start, but it was called back by the flagman.  On the second start, the #28 got bunched up in traffic, losing a few positions.  Once Brian was able to clear the traffic, he raced hard, reeling in car after car, finishing 9th in the C Main.

The team headed back to Indiana on Sunday and will spend the next few weeks getting the new shop set up.  Brian will be back in action in September.
