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	The All Stars headed to Volusia Speedway Park for the first of 3 nights of the AllTel Dirtcar Nationals.  On the first night, with 52 cars signed in for racing action, the Arnold Transportation, Travel Centers of America, Hank's Performance, Jake's Carts, Henry-Griffitts #28 timed in 29th quick.  Brian finished 7th in heat race action.  Starting 9th in the B-main, he raced forward to a 5th place finish, just one position short of qualifying for the A feature event.  

On the second night, the P and P entry was 3rd quick of the 52 cars in qualifying.  Brian finished 4th in the third heat race.  The track was so abrasive that the officials decided to shorten the race by 5 laps, to a 25 lap feature event.  The All Stars have a tire rule, so the right rear tire that teams started with had to be run all night long.  Brian wasn't sure that he could go the whole distance due to tire wear, but started out strong, passing to 4th position, pulling next to the 3rd place car.  As the tire tread wore down, Brian was unable to maintain a front position and finished 12th by the end of the 25 laps.  When he pulled into the pits, his right rear tire had no tread left and he ran the last several laps of the race on the cords.  

On the final night of All Star racing, 51 cars had returned.  The #28 was 21st quick and Brian finished 4th in one of four heat races.  The top 6 All Stars ran a dash, with the #28 finishing 5th.   Late in the A feature event, as the leader came up behind the #28, it took about 8 laps for him to pass the Arnold Transportation #28.  Brian then raced with the leader, almost passing to get his lap back, when a caution came out.  He raced to a 19th place finish in the A feature event.

On Friday night, 46 teams signed in for the first night of the Advance Auto World of Outlaws Sprint Car season opener.  The P and P #28 was 7th quick and qualified for the A feature event with a 4th place finish in the 3rd heat.  He started 11th in the 30 lap A feature event, but pulled off the track after 10 laps due to a mechanical problem and was scored in 24th place. 
Forty five cars returned for action on the second night of World of Outlaw racing.  The Arnold Transportation #28 was 33rd in qualifications.  With a strong field of cars, it would be difficult to make it to the A feature after qualifying poorly.  Brian finished 8th in the first of four heat races.  He had to run the B-main, starting 13th and only four would transfer to the A.  The car was fast and Brian began passing car after car, working his way to 6th.  With a caution on the last lap, the restart would go green, white, checkered.  The announcer continued to tell the capacity crowd to watch the battle for the final transfer position, a battle between Rager Philips, a Knoxville Iowa regular competitor, and Terry McCarl, a Knoxville champion and regular with the World of Outlaws.  On the restart, as the two battled for the position, Brian powered the #28 past both cars to take the final transfer position away.  He started the A feature event in 24th place and got to 18th at the end of the thirty lap race.
There were 45 cars signed in for the final night of World of Outlaw racing action.  Throughout the week, the #28 had a good position for qualifying.  On the final night, the #28 had the worst position, last car out to qualify.  The P and P entry timed in 35th quick.  Brian tried to move forward, moving from 10th to 7th in one of the eight lap heat races.  Once again, while running the 12 lap B-main, he raced forward from 14th to a 9th place finish.  Tonight there were no cautions to give him a chance to pass on restarts, and he wasn't able to gain one of the 4 positions to transfer to the A feature event.

The team will be heading back to the Arnold shop in Dayton, Ohio later in the week.  There are no All Star races on the schedule until April, so Brian will probably run some of the local Pennsylvania shows.  Our schedule will be posted on the calendar later this month.
