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	The P and P Motorsports team planned to race with the All Stars eight days in a row, starting on June 21st.  The race at Waynesfield (the night before Ohio Speedweek) was cancelled due to thunderstorms in the area.  Ohio Speedweek was to start the following night at Attica Raceway Park, but weather forced the cancellation of that race also.  Night 2 of Ohio Speedweek was scheduled for Wayne County Speedway in Orville, Ohio, but thunderstorms once again caused the cancellation of racing action.

On Monday, June 24th, 48 teams finally got to race on the third night of Ohio Speedweek.  The Travel Centers of America, Hank’s Performance, Jake’s Carts, Henry-Griffitts #28 timed in 20th quick of the 48 entries.  Brian qualified for the feature event by finishing 3rd in heat race action.  The small bullring sized track was dry and slick and visibility was limited by the dusty conditions.  Brian finished the forty lap event in 20th place.
The following night, 52 cars were in the pits at Skyline as night four of Ohio Speedweek.  The All Stars had not raced at this track for the past ten years.  The track was another small bullring, very dry and slick.  The drivers that qualified early had better times.  Several drivers commented in interviews that the track went away during qualifying and most of those drivers who timed in late had much slower times.  The P and P #28 was one of the later cars to time trial and was 35th quick.  Starting near the back in heat race action, Brian was unable to move forward on the slow speed track.

After the heat races were over, the P and P team made a decision to leave Ohio Speedweek.  With rain in the forecast the next few days, more of the Ohio Speedweek races may be in jeopardy.  The P and P team was planning to race some of the Pennsylvania Speedweek events starting on July 1st.  They decided to leave for Pennsylvania early and make all of the Speedweek events that are scheduled.  They plan to race at Williams Grove on Friday night before the start of Speedweek.  They will follow Pennsylvania Speedweek starting on June 28th through July 6th at Lincoln Speedway, Bedford Speedway, Grandview, Hagerstown (MD), Port Royal, Williams Grove, Port Royal and Selinsgrove.
