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	The P and P team spent the Memorial Day weekend in central PA for the Keystone Cup races.  The series started at Grandview Speedway in Bechtelsville, PA on Wednesday, May 21st.  Brian had a good start in the race and was running 5th when a lapped car caused him to get loose.  As he saved the car from spinning, he and another front runner collided, causing the #28 to flip.  The P and P entry was scored 22nd.

On Friday night, 35 cars came for the second night of the Keystone Cup series at Williams Grove Speedway in Mechanicsburg, PA.  The Travel Centers of America, Hank’s Performance, Jake’s Carts, Henry-Griffitts #28 timed in 4th quick in qualifying.  Brian was unable to make the pass for a qualifying position, finishing 6th in heat race action.  He finished 4th in the B main, aware that the fresh motor was overheating and losing power.  He pulled in after taking just one lap in the feature event due to the failure of the water pump and was scored 23rd.  

With several motors in the shop and the fresh one needing a new water pump, the team borrowed a motor before heading to Lincoln Speedway in New Oxford, PA.  The P and P entry timed in 12th quick of 34 cars.  Brian finished 4th in heat race action.  Starting 12th in the feature event, he was running 3rd when the car came to a stop on the track with a broken rear end.  The #28 was scored 18th for the night.
The team decided not to compete in the last 2 races of the Keystone Cup.  Several motors should be fresh by the end of next week and the team will be able to get back on the track. They headed back to the new shop in Indiana to prepare for the World of Outlaw race at Eldora Speedway next weekend.  The move from Dayton, Ohio to Mooresville, Indiana is ongoing and there is a lot of equipment that needs to be moved.  Hopefully, most of the equipment will be in Indiana by the end of the month.
